Healthy Eating 

For the remainder of this school year, we will be encouraging 

healthy eating in school. We began a few weeks ago with an 

assembly about what sort of foods the children thought were 

healthy or unhealthy. This Friday, with the help of a team of 

parents, the children will have a healthy eating morning. They 

will learn about what constitutes a healthy meal, make their 

own snacks, and then take part in a healthy food workshop in 

which they will make a lunch for the whole school. On this 

day, the children will therefore not need to bring any 

snack or lunch to school. Two weeks later, on June 10th, we 

will be organising a óPack up for a Palô day. This will mean 

that children, staff and any parents who would like to take part 

will prepare a healthy 

packed lunch at home for 

someone else in the 

school. A separate letter 

will be sent about this. 

From June 14th, all children 

will be provided with a 

healthy snack each day 

consist ing of f rui t , 

vegetables and some form of carbohydrate and dairy product 

such as cheese and bread/crackers. They will also be offered 

milk or water to drink. For the first two weeks this will be paid 

for from a European project which we successfully applied to 

be part of (see posters up in the entrances). After this, 

parents will be asked to pay a small contribution if they would 

like their children to continue receiving snack at school.
